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A. This is a course designed for students who wish to acquire a better

understanding of the major world trends of development with special
reference to Asian perspectives and experiences. The focus of inquiry
is Globalization from past to present together with its many promises,
problems and challenges, especially in the context of Asia’s
regeneration since the 1980's and its interactions with other parts of

the world. Particular attention will be given to China’s rise as a major
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economic power and its impacts. The course will also look into the
cultural aspects of change and address the issues of political and

social governance in a globalizing world.
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
